RULES

1.

2.
The organisers reserve the right to reject or cancel any entry or entries and to cancel any class or classes (refunding any fees paid.) Under normal circumstances, fees will not be refunded unless a vet or doctor’s certificate is produced.

3.
Everyone mounted, except when in costume, whether a competitor or not, must wear a hard hat at least to BSEN 1384 or preferably PASOI5. Either type of headgear must have a chin strap which has a non-detachable retaining harness secured to the shell at more than two points. Such headgear must be worn with harness properly adjusted and fastened. Failure to do so will incur elimination.

4.
All competitors must wear the correct riding clothes whilst competing and exercising at competitions.

5.
Dogs must be kept on a lead at all times.

6.
Horses when competing must be kept strictly to the horse lines, collecting enclosures and exercising paddocks - animals must not be tied to any fences.

7.
All dressage classes will be judged in accordance with British Riding Club Rules and/or such other rules as may be relevant thereto e.g. British Dressage rules.

8.
Late entries will be accepted subject to availability.

9.
The decision of the judges is final. Objections must be handed in writing to the secretary within 15 minutes of an incident together with a £10.00 deposit which will be refunded if the objection is sustained.

10.
The event is held subject to weather permitting. If any doubt telephone: 07980 452637.

Please take your litter home.

Rules and Eligibility


Competitors must be members of an affiliated riding club, and be 18 years or over on 01.01.11.  The Rider must not have gained Pony Club “A” or BHS Stage 4 during the past 10 years. The rider must not have gained FBHS or BHSI. Neither horse nor rider may have gained any points in affiliated dressage – Novice or above in the last 4 years. Neither horse nor rider must have been placed in the first six in the Senior National Dressage To Music Championships during the past 3 years.


Riders competing in both Class 2 Section A and�Class 2 Section C ride their test only once�and pay one entry fee.
