10. Late entries will be charged at a higher rate and subject to availability – see schedule for entry fees.
11. There is a single additional charge of £4 to cover First Aid, payable on submission of entry form.


12. Entries close Monday 27th June 2011. 

13. Acceptance to each class is on a first come first served basis, the organisers reserve the right to refuse advance entries and entries on the day if the class is full.
