RULES FOR C & T QUALIFIERS

All riders who qualify must have a Chiltern & Thames Rider Showing or Jumping Number (which must be declared on the Entry Form) valid for the 2011 season. Numbers can be purchased  instantly by telephone on 0870 224 1262/3 or by the online form at www.chilternrider.co.uk   Horses and Ponies who qualified for HOYS, Royal International Horse Show or Olympia in the years 2009, 2010 or 2011 are not eligible for the C & T Rider Championships. Those who have competed at the RIHS can enter CT Rider qualifiers as long as it is in a non qualifying class at RIHS or Amateur showing classes at RIHS. This Championship is aimed at keen and competitive amateurs, not professionals. Stallions must be handled and ridden by people who have attained their 14th birthday by the date of the final.  In show jumping, all horses and ponies must go clear in the first round in order to qualify. At the Final, no horse or pony or rider substitutions are allowed.  More detailed rules are available upon request from C & T Rider.

GENERAL CONDITIONS OF ENTRY

1. No claims will be entertained for anything which may happen to Competitors, their servants, onlookers, horses, vehicles or property in connection with or arising from this show and it shall be a condition of entry that each entrant shall indemnify the Committee and Mr C Baylis  against any legal action arising from any mishap.

2. Dogs must be on leads at all times.

3. Riders must wear correct riding attire in all ridden classes. This must include a correctly fitted Hard Hat with three point fastening secured complying with BSI Standards PAS 015, BSEN1384 or ASTM F1163 and bearing the Kite mark.  We recommend that Back Protectors are worn when jumping.

4. No horses or ponies under 4 years of age to be ridden on the showground.

5. Jumping classes judged under BRITISH RIDING CLUB RULES.

6. The Judges decision is final in all events.

7. The Committee reserve the right to refuse or reject any entry and withdraw or amend any prizes offered or cancel a class at their discretion.

8. No entry fee will be refunded unless a class is cancelled or a Doctors or Veterinary Surgeon’s Certificate is produced dated no later than 11th July 2011.

9. Any queries or complaints must be in writing and handed to the show secretary within 15 minutes of the incident together with a fee of £20.00 which will be refunded if the objection is upheld.

10.  Winners of all Cups at this 2011 show must sign an undertaking to keep them in safe custody and return them whole and undamaged to the show secretary by 30th June  2012 and if the Cup is lost or damaged,  to replace it with a new one of equal value in time for the following Show.

11. Riders are requested to ride sensibly at all times.
