2.   Every eff ort will be made to keep to the schedules, but we reserve the right to alter the order and 
composition of classes or to cancel them. 

3.  Any competitor may be warned or disqualifi ed for improper or excessive use of whips, spurs etc… or 
other actions which the Judges or Offi  cials consider warrants such penalty. 

4.  Correct riding attire must be worn at all times. ALL RIDERS, whether competing or not, must wear the 
correct headgear; PAS 015 or BSEN 1384, or prefi xed ASTM or SEI are the minimum standard but riders 
have to be responsible for their own safety. Failure to wear correct headgear will incur elimination. 

5. All horses being ridden on the showground must be 4 years or older.

6.  The ruling of the judges is fi nal. All complaints must be put in writing and handed to the secretary with a 
deposit of £20 within 15 minutes of the incident, returnable if the objection is upheld. 

7.  Entries may be refused without reason being given and there will be no entitlement to any refund of entry 
unless a class is cancelled due to insuffi  cient entries, or a Medical/Veterinary Certifi cate is produced. Up to 
25% of entry money may be retained to cover administration costs. 

8.   Change of horse or rider must be notifi ed to the Secretary 15 minutes before the start of the class or the 
entry will become void. Change of horse and rider will not be accepted.

9. ALL DOGS must be kept on leads at all times. 

10.  It is the responsibility of competitors to know the rules - our stewards and offi  cials are there 
to help and advise. Please remember all our helpers are volunteers. 

11.  Dressage - No competitor may ride more than 2 horses in any class, at the discretion 
of the organiser.
